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DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

Leeds Jewish Housing Association operates a policy of zero tolerance on Domestic Violence. Domestic Violence is defined as violence or threats of violence from a person associated with the person under threat. This can mean physical assault, sexual abuse and rape. Treats and intimidation can be forms of domestic violence, as can other kinds of intimidation such as mental and verbal abuse, humiliation, deprivation, systematic criticism or belittling. LjHA is committed to working sensitively in this area to protect those who are vulnerable. The overwhelming majority of victims of Domestic Violence are Women and the majority of them have dependent children. LjHA works closely with Jewish Women’s Aid, and other specialist support organisations.
