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RACIAL HARASSMENT POLICY
Leeds Jewish Housing Association recognises that, to provide a quality housing service, it must be effective in tackling the problems created by racist behaviour.

· A racist incident is any incident which is perceived to be racist by the victim or any other person.

· All forms of racism are considered unacceptable, whether it takes the form of verbal abuse, damage to property, graffiti, threats or physical attack.

· Anyone found responsible for racial harassment is in breach of their tenancy conditions.

· Any complaint of racial harassment will be immediately and thoroughly investigated.
· Leeds Jewish Housing Association will demonstrate by its actions that it will not tolerate racist behaviour.

· A person who harasses someone is at risk of losing their home.

LjHA will demonstrate by its actions that it will not tolerate racist behaviour. This will be made absolutely clear to its tenants and to any person who is seeking a tenancy.
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
